With this in mind, the first annual conference was 
held in the spring of 1971.  Under the direction of Walt Dawson of Shorecrest High School, Coke  

Roberts of West Seattle High School, Pat Woodward of Cleveland High School, and Fritz Mahlert of 
Nathan Hale High School, funds for the first conference were partially defrayed by the generous  

contributions of business firms who exhibited their products.  This supportive tradition has continued  
to this day.  Members are from middle, junior, and high schools and from a variety of  

activity areas.  Delegates include activity coordinators, cheer coaches, ASB and club advisers,  
administrators, athletic directors, leadership teachers, and activity secretaries.
